











Mid-Nebraska Speedway

Featured in Speedway lustrated magezine as "The best track you
never heard of,” the Mid-Mebraska Speedway is located 2 miles
south of F80 Exit 314 on Old Hwy 281. With seating for 4,500,
this 3,/8-mile dirt track has been a popular destination since the
early 1970'. Approximately 80-100 cars participate in races each
Saturday night April through September. \Weekly races feature Junior
Hornets, Happy Hornets, IMCA Hobby Stack, IMCA Maodified, and
Grand Mational Llate Models. Drivers from all over the Midwest,
come to MidNebraska Speedway in midjuly 1o compete in the
action packed, fastpaced late Model Nationals. Special races and
events are held throughout the season.

Trains

Grand Island has a wealth of railroad activity 24 hours a day. The
Union Pacific Railroad cuts o double track swath through the heart
of the city. All of the newest locomotives can be seen here and
some old ones as well, including Centennial #6236, the three E 95,
Challenger #3985 and Northern #844.

The BNSF rails travel a northwest to southeast direction on a recently
construcied “flyover.” One unusual train makes a weekly appearance
on the BMNSF through Grand lsland and that is the Boeing frain,
unning from Topeka, KS, to Seatle, WA, hauling fuselages for
Boeing aircrafts and jetliners.

Lincoln Highway

The Llincoln Highway wos the country’s first paved infercontinenial
highway from MNew York City lo San Francisco, siretching almost
3,400 miles coast o coast. Beginning in 1913, the road was
completed in 1935 ond culs directly across Nebraska as U.5.
Highway 30 and directly through the historic downtown area of
Grand Island. This byway has been guiding iravelers across the
state since 1912, following the path taken by many pioneers.

Sandhills Journey

Charles Kuralt call the stretch of Highway 2 from Grand Island to
Alliance “One of the Nation's twenly most spectacular roads.” This
323-mile Nebraska byway takes you through the largest area of
grasscovered sand dunes in the Western hemisphere, some of the
most remote and breathtaking countryside you'll ever see. The terrain
changes on this byway are dramatic, from abundant fields of com to
gently rolling hills of cattle country, to plentiful marshes and wetlands
